Trainee Marshal (Kart) 

10 days & assessment by Examining Kart Marshal + 1 training day with learning review - Will receive induction pack 
 

Cadet Marshal (Kart) 
(Trainee between 11th and 16th birthdays) 

On application after 16th birthday Obtain MSA approved college/university marshalling 
qualification – 5 days race marshalling (minimum 3 in 

specialism) - Will receive induction pack
